Past “Ramkalni”, the Forest Trail wanders up the steep banks of Gauja valley, passes

through Gauja village and comes back down. Then it crosses river Lorupe and con-

tinues along the bends of river Gauja, passing one of the most spectacular outcrops

' of the river, the Velnala Cliffs, goes up to Keizarskats observation spot and circles

- down to Keizarkrésls, adventure park “MeZakakis” at Kakiskalns and the Sigulda
Bobsleigh and Luge Track.
